ALLAH’S BOMB
The Islamic Quest for Nuclear Weapons
AL VENTER

Various intelligence agencies, including but not limited to those in the United States, have iden-
tified thirty-three international states or entities that have either started the process of building
nuclear devices or have expressed interest in building them. Many, including Pakistan, Saudi
Arabia, Egypt, various former Soviet republics, and Iran have ties to Islamic militant groups.
Other countries, including North Korea, have expressed strong enmity for the West and could
be considered a likely supplier of technology and material to many of these states.

Impeccably researched by longtime international war correspondent Al Venter, a frequent con-
tributor to the Jane’s International Group, Allah’s Bomb presents an accessible estimate of the
progress being made by these various countries and the repercussions of the situation. What,
for example, is the role of Russia in supplying former Soviet nuclear armaments and technol-
ogy? If Iran detonates a test bomb, as North Korea did recently, how would Israel react? How
would the United States respond? Venter covers the situation fully, from how material is smug-
gled to how various nations circumvent international sanctions. This is a timely and important
book. 

Al Venter, through his connections with Jane’s, has been getting support from the various intel-
ligence agencies he has routinely relied on for his Jane’s reportage. He classifies this as “good
solid information that is disturbing as hell.”

Al Venter has been an international correspondent for nearly thirty years, most frequently for the
Jane’s International Group. A native of South Africa, he currently lives in Canada.

THE JESUS MYSTERY

In the international bestseller The Jesus Mystery, award-winning filmmaker Lena Einhorn dares
to revisit accepted first-century chronologies, changing—perhaps irrevocably—the study of New
Testament history and the way we see the relationship between Jesus and the apostle Paul.

To support her astonishing and original hypothesis, Einhorn uses all of her scientific skills to
bring together New Testament writings, as well as texts from contemporary Jewish and Roman
historians, legends that survived within and outside Christianity during the first centuries after
Jesus’s death, and, not least, psychology. 

With meticulous care, she shows that incidents and people mentioned in the New Testament
very closely resemble accounts recorded in the works of Flavius Josephus (Jewish Antiquities
and The Jewish War)—but fifteen to twenty years later. The answer she offers is one never
before seen in print. 

Lena Einhorn’s films have dealt with ancient historical mysteries—the genesis of the Finnish
language, the origin of the Indo-Europeans, and the story of the Exodus out of Egypt and the
origins of the Israelites. She is best known in North America for her film-festival success Nina’s
Journey, about her mother’s life in the Warsaw ghetto and time spent in hiding during World War
II. The film won top prizes in Sweden and Israel. She lives in Sweden.

Strange Tribe is a fascinating memoir revealing the peculiar family dynamics between Ernest
Hemingway and his youngest son, Gregory. Gregory, the author’s father, tried to live up to
Ernest’s macho reputation throughout his life. But as a cross-dresser and (eventually) a trans-
sexual, Gregory was obsessed with androgyny and his “female half,” and he struggled with per-
sonal demons up until his death in the Women’s Correctional Facility of the Miami-Dade County
Jail in 2001. In this wonderfully crafted narrative, John reveals how Ernest and Gregory (who
both suffered from bipolar illness and were both fascinated by androgyny) were “two sides of
the same coin.” Featuring previously unpublished correspondence between Ernest and Gregory,
Strange Tribe is the story of these men and their surprising similarities. 

This is also John’s story—about what it was like growing up in Miami and Montana with his
father and his schizophrenic mother, and of how it took him years to deal with the pain their ill-
nesses caused him. He also shows how the persona of Ernest Hemingway, the most important
literary icon of the past 100 years, continues to loom darkly over the often-troubled lives of his
descendants.

John Hemingway is a writer and translator who lives with his wife, Ornella, and their two chil-
dren, Michael and Jacqueline, just outside of Milan in Italy.
